Faith in our own ingenuity, resourcefulness and ability to
take care of the basic needs of life is essential to the preservation of human rights and
personal liberties. This kind of faith in ourselves is what our forefathers handed down
to us. It is our responsibility to preserve it untarnished and undiminished.

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WHO WAS PYTHAGORAS?
One of the most celebrated of the Grecian philosophers, and the founder of what

has been called the italic school, was born in Samos in 582 B.C.
Educated as an athlete, he subsequently abandoned that profession and devoted

himself to the study of philosophy. He traveled through Egypt, Chaldea and Asia
Minor, and is said to have submitted to the initiations in those countries for the
purpose of acquiring knowledge.

On his return to Europe, he established his celebrated school at Crotona, a
Dorian colony in the South of Italy, about 529 B.C. Much resembling that,
subsequently adopted by the Freemasons. His school soon acquired such a
reputation that disciples flocked to him from all parts of Greece and Italy.

Pythagoras taught as the principal dogma of his philosophy the system of the
transmigration of souls. He taught the mystical power of numbers, and much of
the symbolism on that subject which we now possess is derived from what has
been left to us by his disciples, for of his own writings there is nothing existing.

He was also a geometrician, and is regarded as having been the inventor of
several problems, the most important of which is that now known as the forty-
seventh problem of Euclid. He was also proficient in music, and is said to have
demonstrated the mathematical relations of musical intervals, and to have
invented a number of musical instruments.

He contended that he was simply a seeker after knowledge, not its possessor,
and to him is attributed the introduction of the word philosopher, or lover of
wisdom, as the only title which he would assume.

After the lawless destruction of his school at Crotona, he fled and sought an
asylum from his enemies in the temple of the muses, where tradition says that he
died of starvation near the end of the sixth or the beginning of the fifth century.
Some claim the date to be 506 B.C., when he was about seventy-six years old.

Most of us learned the basics of morality at our mother’s knee when we
were young. The moral teachings we get in Lodge broaden and become the great
moral truths we must practice out of the Lodge to give us a full, well rounded life.

We are not only given the four cardinal virtues, Temperance, Fortitude, Prudence
and Justice, but an explanation of each is given for a better understanding on the
part of the novice. It is the science of these morals that Masonry is concerned with.

Webster tells us that science is “skill, technique, or ability based upon training,
discipline and experience.” We must base our Masonic moral science on this
training, discipline and experience to help us find the truths we are seeking.

VEILED IN ALLEGORY!

Our moral teachings are given in story form for a better understanding. As in
the Bible we learn by parables, in Masonry we learn by allegory. The lessons of the
degrees are found in the meaning behind the ritual. The meaning is unveiled to
the novice as he progresses through the degrees, and the light of these great moral
teachings are brought into view.

ILLUSTRATED BY SYMBOLS!

The symbols as illustrated by the working tools of the master craftsman help us
to remember that we must act upon the square, be on the level with our words,
and walk in an upright manner. The compasses teach us to keep our passions,
prejudices and desires within a circle of reasonability so that we may live in peace
and harmony with our neighbors. These are but a few of the symbols, which give
Masonry meaning.
