THE CANDIDATE

An applicant for admission into Masonry is called a candidate. The Latin
version of candidate means one who is clothed in a white shining robe of a
peculiar construction, flowing open in front, so as to exhibit the wounds he had
received in his breast. The origin will have served to remind the Freemason of the
purity of conduct and character, which should distinguish all those who are
candidates for admission into the Order.

The qualifications of a candidate in Freemasonry are somewhat peculiar. He
must be free-born. Under the English Constitution it is enough that he is a
freeman, under no bondage, of at least 19 years of age, in the possession of sound
senses, and of irreproachable manners, or, as it is technically termed, under the
tongue of good report. No atheist, eunuch or woman can be admitted. The
requisites as to age, sex and soundness of body have reference to the operative
character of the Institution. We can only expect able workmen in able-bodied men.
The mental and religious qualifications refer to the duties and obligations which
a Freemason contracts. An idiot would not understand them, and an atheist
would not respect them. Even those who possess all these necessary qualifications
can be admitted only under certain regulations, which differ under the several
Masonic Constitutions.

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A WORD FROM THE WEST

My daughter has two gerbils, “The Girls.” She (and when | say “she” | mean her,
my wife Debbie, and 1) takes care of them by providing appropriate
accommodations (a “lodge,” if you will), food (sustenance), and accoutrements
(various activities to keep them strong and active). They have everything that they
need for a decent existence. This is our belief. Since we can’t communicate ef-
fectively with them, we really can’t be sure of their desires, or totally sure of their
needs. If only they could communicate with us, we would have a much better
relationship. We brought them into our family, but can’t truly make them a
member, because we can’t understand everything they want. They don’t (or can’t)
let us know what they want or need to make them active members of our family.

We found out recently that even though we thought we were providing
everything that our gerbils want or need, it wasn’t enough. We also discovered
that our gerbils don’t think the same or don’t have the same “wants.” You see, our
gerbils left their lodge. We don’t know why. There wasn’t any advance warning.
They didn’t let us know that they weren’t happy, or that they needed more than
we were providing. They just left one night. We discovered this the next morning.
We looked for them in the morning when we awoke. Fortunately, one of the
“girls” was still in the room. Just as in every family, each of our “girls” has her
own personality. This one, “Gabby,” was friendlier from the start. She would let
us hold her, pet her, and have more interaction without biting us. She seemed to
“fit in.” She seemed to prosper in this environment. We knew we had a “good
one” in her. She hadn’t ventured far at all from her lodge, and we were able to
bring her back into the fold. It was as though she needed a little more attention.
She really didn’t want to leave us — perhaps she was following the lead of the
other one, but we learned that we couldn’t take her for granted. She needed more
than the basic necessities. | guess that sometimes we need these little reminders to
keep our “family” together. Which brings me to our other “little girl.”

“Addy” is our other gerbil. This little girl has a different personality from
“Gabby.” Addy tends to stick more to herself. She doesn’t care as much for the
social aspect of our family. She will bite a little more, and avoid any extra activities
we may engage in. However, she does enjoy the occasional little treats she gets, so
we know that we are reaching her at some level. To no one’s surprise, Addy was
the one we could not find.

I could only help search for a short while because | had to go to work — | had to
get back to “my” life. I couldn’t be bothered with this little rodent. If she wanted
to leave, was it my responsibility to bring her back? My wife and daughter
continued the search, but when they couldn’t find her, and Debbie had to do other
things, my daughter, Marissa, asked if she was just giving up. Debbie said she
needed to take a break and hoped that Addy would show herself to us.
